Two of our members Dot and Trish were sent out on a rescue mission to rescue a male Black

Flying - Fox from a Bougainvillea in Cleveland. On arrival they noticed a long shiny silver ob-

ject stuck in the membrane of ités wing, only to
Prepared with towels and an extension pole with net, they approached the bat only for him

to fly across the road into the park. Sending our rescuers running across the road and

around the park on a goose chase with equipment in hand. When the flying -fox landed on a

tree trunk, Trish and Dot expertly captured and wrapped him up safely and headed to the

vets for help.

The Dreaded Barbed Wire The wonderful vet David Banks se-
dated the flying -fox and removed the
fishing hooks. He is now hanging
out in rehabilitation and is expected
to have a full recovery. Good work
ladies!

The result of being hooked up on barbed wire can be
fatal for fling -foxes just like this little one. When bats
get caught on the barbs, their instinct is to try to

chew themselves off. This causes severe mouth inju-
ries such as tearing and pulping the roof of their

mouth which is untreatable. Unfortunately, our carers
are attending more and more of these every week. If
you see or know of barbed wire near fruit and nectar
trees, please mention to the owners that they can

help by explaining what the barbed wire does to na-

tive animals. There are alternative to having harmful
barbed wire such as eclectic fences
and the simple and cheap way of
stringing up old CD disks will make
the wire visible for bats in flight.
